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Projections for Fiscal Year 2009 

 

With the decline of the sales of specific-scale demand due to the economic stagnation, 

electricity sales for FY 2009 are estimated to be 280.6 billion kWh (down 2.9% from the 

previous fiscal year), which underruns the previous estimate of 283.2 billion kWh announced 

in October 2009.   

 

Because of this, operating revenues have changed from those previously announced (about 

5,100 billion yen on a consolidated basis, and about 4,880 billion yen on a non-consolidated 

basis) to about 5,040 billion yen on a consolidated basis, and about 4,820 billion yen on a 

non-consolidated basis.   

 

As for the expenses in electricity business, fuel cost and electricity purchase expenses are 

expected to significantly decrease due to the downslide of oil price, the appreciation of yen at 

the exchange rate and the decrease in electricity sales.   

 

As a result, ordinary income is expected to reach about 190 billion yen on a consolidated 

basis (about 150 billion yen on a non-consolidated basis), and net income is expected to reach 

about 125 billion yen on a consolidated basis (about 100 billion yen on a non-consolidated 

basis).
